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 This checklist contains the names, locations, relative abundance and seasons of occurrence for 
the 263 bird species (and two hybrids) recorded from National Capital Parks-East.  The list is a 
compilation of records from the National Capital Parks-East Database, Christmas Bird Count data 
from 1932 to 2001, published records, and an intensive search effort in each park between 1998 and 
2003.  Of the 263 species recorded, eight species, Mute Swan, Ring-necked Pheasant, Rock Dove, 
European Starling, House Finch, House Sparrow, and Domestic Goose and Duck, are not native to 
National Capital Parks-East.  A total of 29 species cited in the checklist are considered to be extirpated 
from the parks indicated or are rare accidental or transitory vagrants. One species, Passenger Pigeon, 
is now extinct.  Nomenclature and taxonomic order follow the 7th edition of the A.O.U. Checklist of 
North American Birds. 
 

 Eleven of the parks in National Capital Parks-East are included in the checklist. The 
contiguous areas of Greenbelt Park and the Baltimore Washington Parkway are combined as a single 
unit in the checklist as are Anacostia Park and the Kenilworth Aquatic Gardens.  All of the parks lie 
within the Upper Coastal Plain physiographic region of Maryland or the District of Columbia.  Each 
park area contains a diverse variety of avifauna habitats including deciduous woodland (Wd), mixed 
deciduous/coniferous woodland (Wcd), emergent marshland (Ma), swamps (S), rivers (R), creeks (C), 
ponds (P), bays (B), agricultural land (A), meadows (Me), and yards (Y).  The abbreviations for each 
of the habitat types occurring in the parks included in this checklist follow below.  They are listed in 
order of percentage of coverage from the most common to the least common.
